Send ACT/SAT score to K-State . If no score is available, consult with K-State academic advisor.

Submit FAFSA and apply for grants and scholarships outlined below. Don't delay!

Send complete transcripts from all schools attended as soon as possible after application is submitted.
Apply for admission to College of Education professional teacher education program.
